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¿QUÉ ES VIVIR EL BAUTISMO?  
¿Qué es vivir el bauƟsmo? Por este bauƟsmo en su muerte fuimos sepultados con Cristo, y 
así como Cristo fue resucitado de entre los muertos por la Gloria del Padre, así también no-
sotros empezamos una vida nueva. (Rm 6,4) 
El pecado ya no los volverá a dominar, pues no están bajo la Ley, sino bajo la gracia. Dí-
ganme: el hecho de que ya no estemos bajo la Ley sino bajo la gracia, ¿nos autoriza a pe-
car? Claro que no (Rm 6,14). 

El vino para mostrarnos el camino que lleva al Padre, al Reino de Dios. ¿Cuál es ese camino? Nos lo dice la 
primera lectura: arrepenơos y converơos, para que se borren vuestros pecados (Hch 3,19). Para recibir el gran 
don del Resucitado, su perdón y amor, necesitamos creerle y confiar en El, reconocer el pecado, arrepenƟr-
nos y converƟrnos. Es decir, despojarnos del hombre viejo y revesƟrnos del nuevo, representada en la vesƟ-
dura blanca del bauƟsmo. Así estaba escrito: el Mesías padecerá, resucitará de entre los muertos al ter-
cer día, y en su nombre se proclamará la conversión para el perdón de los pecados. (Lc 24,48). 
Él es el que quita el pecado del mundo, vino a enseñarnos a tener Vida en el alma, a recuperar la vida que el 
pecado nos roba, la del Espíritu Santo. Es el camino de la obediencia, que Jesús mismo vivió y que nos pide a 
nosotros vivir de diversos modos, como en la segunda lectura de hoy: 
En esto sabemos que lo conocemos: en que guardamos sus mandamientos. Quien dice: «Yo lo conozco», y 
no guarda sus mandamientos, es un menƟroso, y la verdad no está en él. Pero quien guarda su palabra, cier-
tamente el amor de Dios ha llegado en él a su plenitud (1 Jn 2). 
Nos enseña Jesús a corresponder a su amor y misericordia con nuestro amor, manifestado en obras, en ha-
cer lo que le agrada, en obediencia. En realidad, debemos tener la convicción de que su voluntad es mucho 
mejor que la nuestra, como se ha revelado durante siglos, tanto en la biblia como en la experiencia humana. 
En la obediencia al buen pastor gozaremos de verdes prados y fuentes tranquilas. Desoyendo su voz y fiándo-
nos mas de nosotros mismos nos alejamos del camino de la vida y sufrimos mucho más. 
Confiemos en El, pues merece nuestra confianza absoluta, siguiendo el ejemplo de José y María, para que 
experimentemos la vida nueva en Cristo que El vino a darnos. Su voluntad es nuestro máximo bien, es nues-
tra salud y vida. Por la desobediencia entró el pecado y la muerte, junto a todo mal. Ustedes son mis ami-
gos si hacen lo que yo les mando. Juan 15,14. Si me aman, guardaran mis mandamientos.…Juan 
14:15,28

LAS LECTURAS & CONMEMORACIONES DE LA SEMANA  
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HOW TO LIVE THE BAPTISM?  
 
What does it mean to live the bapƟsm? Through this bapƟsm into his death, we 
were buried with Christ, and just as Christ was raised from the dead by the Glory of 
the Father, so too we began a new life. (Romans 6:4) 
Sin will no longer dominate you, for you are not under the Law but under grace. Tell 
me, does the fact that we are no longer under the Law but under grace authorize us 
to sin? Of course not. (Romans 6:14) 
He came to show us the way to the Father, to the Kingdom of God. What is that 

way? The first reading tells us: Repent and turn back, that your sins may be wiped out. (Acts 3:19) To receive 
the great giŌ of the Risen One, his forgiveness and love, we need to believe in Him and trust in Him, 
acknowledge sin, repent, and convert. That is, to strip off the old self and put on the new, represented in the 
white garment of bapƟsm. Thus it was wriƩen: The Messiah will suffer and rise from the dead on the third 
day, and in his name repentance for the forgiveness of sins will be proclaimed. (Luke 24:48) 
He is the one who takes away the sin of the world, He came to teach us to have Life in the soul, to regain the 
life that sin robs us of, that of the Holy Spirit. It is the path of obedience, which Jesus himself lived and which 
he asks us to live in various ways, as in today's second reading: 
By this we know that we have come to know Him: if we keep His commandments. Whoever says, "I know 
Him," but does not keep His commandments is a liar, and the truth is not in him. But whoever keeps His word, 
in him truly the love of God is perfected. (1 John 2) 
Jesus teaches us to respond to his love and mercy with our love, manifested in deeds, in doing what pleases 
Him, in obedience. We must be convinced that His will is much beƩer than ours, as revealed for centuries, 
both in the Bible and in human experience. In obedience to the good shepherd, we will enjoy green pas-
tures and tranquil waters. Disobeying His voice and relying more on ourselves leads us away from the path 
of life and causes us much more suffering. 
Let us trust in Him, for He deserves our absolute trust, following the example of Joseph and Mary, so that we 
may experience the new life in Christ that He came to give us. His will is our greatest good, it is our health 
and life. Through disobedience, sin and death entered, along with all evil. You are my friends if you do what I 
command you (John 15:14) If you love me, you will keep my commandments... (John 14:15, 28).
