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HIS WORD IS THE 
TRUTH THAT SETS US 
FREE 
Jesus says clearly: “I have not 
come to abolish the Law or the 
Prophets, but to fulfill them.” 
God does not change His mind 
or lower His demands; rather, 

He reveals to us the deepest meaning of His will. 
The Law is not a burden, but a path to life; and Je-
sus wants us to live it freely, not as a merely exter-
nal observance, but moved by love and trust in 
Him. 

For Jesus, it is not enough to fulfill the command-
ments outwardly. True ChrisƟan righteousness 
goes beyond appearances. “Unless your righteous-
ness surpasses that of the scribes and Pharisees, 
you will not enter the Kingdom of Heaven.” The 
Lord calls us to a living, coherent, sincere faith that 
transforms the mind and the heart, not just out-
ward behavior. 

When Jesus speaks of the commandment “you shall 
not kill,” He reveals something very deep: hatred, 
resentment, and contempt also destroy life. A 
hurƞul word, a harsh judgment, an offense kept in 
the heart can kill communion between brothers 
and sisters. That is why Jesus insists: before pre-
senƟng yourself before God, be reconciled with 
your brother. There can be no true prayer without 
love for one’s neighbor. 

Then Jesus refers to adultery and teaches us that 
sin does not begin only in the act, but in the heart 
that consents to evil. The impure look, disordered 
desire, and interior infidelity also break the cove-
nant of love. Jesus does not condemn, but calls us 
to a deep conversion, to guard our senses and our 
heart so as to love with purity and fidelity. 

When speaking about divorce, Jesus defends the 
dignity of marriage. He reminds us that true love is 
not something temporary or disposable, but a 
faithful and responsible self-giving. God wants 
marriage to be a sign of His faithful and enduring 

love for His people. 

Finally, Jesus invites us to a life of truth and sim-
plicity: “Let your ‘yes’ be yes and your ‘no’ be no.” 
The ChrisƟan must be a trustworthy person, whose 
word has value, without deceit or double inten-
Ɵons. Truth is lived out daily through coherence. 
Throughout this passage, Jesus teaches us that holi-
ness does not consist only in avoiding sin, but in 
allowing the love of God to transform our aƫtudes, 
words, and decisions. The Law is fully fulfilled 
when the heart is guided by love. 
To follow Jesus is to allow Him to purify our inner 
life, heal our relaƟonships, and make us live as chil-
dren of God. This is the liberaƟng path of the Gos-
pel.

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Did You Know? Online enticement: what is it and 
how to talk about it 

Online enticement involves an individual communicating with someone believed to be a child via the internet 
with the intent to commit a sexual offense or abduction. This is a broad category of online exploitation in 
which a child is being groomed to take sexually explicit images and/or ultimately meet face-to-face with 
someone for sexual purposes, or to engage in a sexual conversation online or, in some instances, to sell/
trade the child’s sexual images. This type of victimization takes place across every online platform – social 
media, messaging apps, game, etc. The goals of online enticement vary, but most commonly offenders seem 
to want to extort additional sexually explicit images from the child. Children and teens may not take the first 
steps in disclosing to an uncomfortable online interaction, so it’s important to understand the issue and how 
to talk about it.

SU PALABRA ES LA VERDAD QUE NOS LIBERA 
Jesús dice con claridad: “No he venido a abolir la Ley ni los Profetas, sino a dar-
les plenitud.” Dios no cambia de opinión ni rebaja sus exigencias, sino que nos 
muestra el senƟdo más profundo de su voluntad. La Ley no es una carga, sino un 
camino de vida; y Jesús quiere que la vivamos libremente, no como un cumpli-
miento externo, sino movidos por el amor y la confianza en El. 

Para Jesús, no basta con cumplir externamente los mandamientos. La verdadera 
jusƟcia crisƟana va más allá. Si su jusƟcia no es mayor que la de los escribas y fa-

riseos, no entrarán en el Reino de los Cielos. El Señor nos llama a una fe viva, coherente, sincera, que 
transforme la mente y el corazón, no solo las apariencias. 

Cuando Jesús habla del mandamiento “no matarás”, revela algo muy profundo: el odio, el rencor y 
el desprecio también destruyen la vida. Una palabra hiriente, un juicio duro, una ofensa guardada 
en el corazón pueden matar la comunión entre los hermanos. Por eso Jesús insiste: antes de presen-
tarte ante Dios, reconcíliate con tu hermano. No puede haber verdadera oración sin amor al próji-
mo. 

Luego, Jesús se refiere al adulterio y nos enseña que el pecado no comienza solo en el acto, sino en 
el corazón que consiente el mal. La mirada impura, el deseo desordenado, la infidelidad interior 
también rompen la alianza del amor. Jesús no condena, pero llama a una conversión profunda, a 
cuidar los senƟdos y el corazón para amar con pureza y fidelidad. 

Al hablar del divorcio, Jesús defiende la dignidad del matrimonio. Nos recuerda que el amor verda-
dero no es algo pasajero ni desechable, sino una entrega fiel y responsable. Dios quiere que el ma-
trimonio sea un signo de su amor fiel y permanente por su pueblo. 

Finalmente, Jesús nos invita a una vida de verdad y sencillez: “Que tu sí sea sí y tu no sea no.” El cris-
Ɵano debe ser una persona confiable, cuya palabra tenga valor, sin engaños ni dobles intenciones. La 
verdad se vive cada día con coherencia. 

En todo este pasaje, Jesús nos enseña que la sanƟdad no consiste solo en evitar el pecado, sino en 
dejar que el amor de Dios transforme nuestras acƟtudes, palabras y decisiones. La Ley se cumple ple-
namente cuando el corazón es guiado por el amor. 

Seguir a Jesús es permiƟr que Él purifique nuestro interior, sane nuestras relaciones y nos haga vivir 
como hijos de Dios. Este es el camino liberador del Evangelio. SanƟİcalos en tu verdad; tu palabra 
es verdad. Jn 17,17
